
AXE Interview Guide



Dear Participant,

Thank you for taking part in our study. Please keep in mind, we are not testing you but the concept. Even though this might feel a bit 
like a psychological experiment, we are only interested how you perceive the concept and the kind of feelings and expectations it evokes 
in you. 

Instructions

1.	 put an “X” near the picture that you feel better represents the concept. If you feel the picture only partly represents the concept, you 
can put the X some distance from the picture

2.	 tell us why you feel the picture better represents the concept?

3.	 indicate with an arrow what would be your preferrence concerning the concept

The “x”-mark on the scale indicates the closeness of the concept with the dominating association, e.g. “fast”. The arrow indicates the preference for 
improving the concept, in this case  “faster”. 
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
