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OBJETIVO

O curso pretende estudar o conceito de democracia no pensamento politico grego
durante o periodo classico. Considera-se, assim, que a experiéncia da democracia ateni-
ense € constitutiva de uma reflexdo consciente sobre a organizacdo da cidade antiga. Com
base nesse pressuposto, oferece-se uma reconstrugdo tedrica de algumas das principais
formulag@es intelectuais na disputa pelo sentido da trajetoria historica da Atenas demo-
cratica. A anélise dos textos selecionados se completa com a discusséo da bibliografia
especializada.

OBJECTIVE

This course aims at studying the concept of democracy in Greek political thought
during classical era. It assumes, therefore, that the experience of Athenian democracy is
an essential constituent of a conscious reflection on ancient city's organization. Based on
this assumption, the course proposes a theoretical reconstruction of some of the most rel-
evant intellectual formulations that entered the dispute about Athen’s democratic evolu-
tion. The analysis of selected texts is complemented by the discussion of specialized
bibliography on the subject.
