The Korean alphabet ‘Hangeul’ was created in 1443 by a team of scholars in the roya
research organization named the Jiphyeonjeon, Hall of Worthies, under the direction of King
Sejong of the Joseon Dynasty. In 1446, the first Korean alphabet was proclaimed under the
original name Hunminjeongeum, which literally means ‘the correct sounds for cducating
people’. The Hunminjeongeum is a manuscript describing the purpose of creation, principles,
and usage of Hangeul. This document is unique as an explanatory edition for new scripts. The

Hunminjeongeum was registered with UNESCO’s Memory of the World in 1997.

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Koreans once borrowed Chinese characters for use as a writing system, like many other East
Asian countries. The investment involved in learning Chinese characters, or Hanja. made it
difficult for the common people to express their thoughts in writing, and restricted the use of
writing to the upper class. Therefore, King Sejong created Hangeul in order to provide an
easily accessible writing system for the common people and to more effectively rule the
country by lowering the illiteracy rate.
