Guide to elaborate the research protocol.

Title: Choose a clear and concise title that reflects the main focus of your research
Introduction: provide an introduction to the research problem or question; explain the significance of the research and its relevance to the field; state the research objectives or hypotheses you aim to address
Background and Literature review: review relevant literature to provide context for your study; identify gaps in the existing knowledge that your research will address, cite key studies and theories that relate to your research.
Research design: describe the research design you plan to use (e.g., exploratory, experimental); explain the sampling method and sample size justification; detail the data collection methods and instruments you will use; outline the data analysis techniques or statistical methods you plan to employ.
References: list all the references cited throughout the protocol (APA style)
