Critical Book Review (50% of the Final Grade; due on June 7, 2016) 
In 10-12 double-spaced pages (12-pt font, 2.5 cm margins) write a critical review in your own words (Portuguese or English) of one of the books below in the field of the history of the civil rights movement. (Some of the books are very long. If you choose one of these, you may focus on just one section of the book, around 200 pages). If you choose one of the paper books (and not the digitalized books), please send me an email sean.purdy1966@gmail with the subject title: Book Review with the name of the book you want to review and your full name in the message. The digitalized books will be on the Moodle site shortly. The paper books will be available the next class on March 29.
The first 1/3 of your review should present a précis – a distillation – of the book. The second 1/3 of your review should evaluate the evidence and arguments of the book and provide examples to support your assessment. The final 1/3 of your review should answer the question: How does this book contribute to our understanding of the civil rights movement in the United States? 
You should use at least four (4) other secondary sources to help you contextualize the book. One of these may be an another review, but at least three (3) should be other academic sources, including class readings, articles and books on the class Moodle site or other academic material that you find. 

You need to rigorously cite all your sources and all the ideas that you borrow from other authors. Use foot notes at the bottom of the page and NOT a bibliography at the end of the review. Each review should have 10-20 foot notes. For the book that you are reviewing, you may just cite page numbers in parentheses. See below for how to cite secondary sources.
All written work will be evaluated for the evident quality of your research, for the originality and substance of your ideas and insights, and for the effectiveness with which those ideas are convincingly proposed and argued. Make sure you support and/or illustrate your points with careful discussion and evidence. Students should keep copies of all written work submitted for evaluation.
