Objetivos:

América Latina é uma regido com pouca incidéncia historica de conflitos interestatais.
Isso tem levado a uma percepgdo da regido como uma “anomalia internacional” quando
comparada a outras regides do mundo. No entanto, uma variedade de conflitos
territoriais, de situagOes militarizadas e de altas taxas de violéncia gerada por atores
ndo estatais violentos colocam em xeque essa ideia Esta disciplina se prop0e a explorar.
tedrica e empiricamente, as dinamicas de paz e conflito estatais e ndo estatais presentes
na América Latina e nas suas diferentes sub-regides (América Central e México e
América do sul). A disciplina discutird a permanéncia de conflitos no nivel estatal
derivados da permanéncia de tensdes territoriais, migracdo e violéncia de grupos nao
estatais, assim como 0s mecanismos diplomaticos e institucionais que visam o
estabelecimento deda paz regional e sub-regional. De outro lado, a disciplina ira se ocupar
da analise empirica (baseada em pesquisas de campo) do efeito sobre a seguranga, a paz
e a governanca regional de atores ndo estatais violentos de abrangéncia nacional e
transnacional que se estendem desde 0 Mexico até Argentina e o Chile. A disciplina sera
sustentada num marco teorico que ao ocupar-se do empirico, aproveitara conceitos como
comunidade de seguranca, formacdo de conflito, formacdo de paz, balanga de poder,
seguranga hibrida e governanca hibrida.
